Reminder about our Taxi Service & 


City Link Bus passes:  


We utilize Five Star taxi for our cab rides for clients in Lewiston & Auburn. Clients must call at least 24 hours ahead of the day they want the cab ride. Remember that the Taxi service will wait no more then 5 minutes from the time agreed upon for them to pick up a client, so you must be ready for the time scheduled. Their phone numbers are 212-2061 or 782-1074, to call them when you are done with your errand and need to be picked up to be brought back home. If the client needs to cancel, they should call the cab company and then call our office to let us know you need to reschedule a ride for a different day.
